	AIM OF THE COURSE,
BRIEF DESCRIPTION
	The course aims to provide a comprehensive knowledge of architectural visual communication and its
practical application. Students will develop their skills in creating visual presentations and architectural
representations that will help them to present their architectural ideas in an aesthetic, creative and
convincing way. Using a variety of programs, students will have the opportunity to create visually
expressive design documentation - using materials and textures for exterior and interior spaces, effects
of form, colour and light and shadow, and presenting intended visual effects. Students will acquire the
skills of effective design communication by learning the main principles of architectural design
documentation, visual design, architectural photography and applying them through their assignments.
During the practical classes, there will be a strong emphasis on building forms with 3D modelling software
and the individual presentation of spatial concepts, while the labs will focus on learning architectural
graphic representations.
